Exploring the Millennium Development Goals Part 3:
Goal #2: Achieve Universal Primary Education

It may already seem a long way from the millennium and dire warnings of Y2K computer
system crashes, but meeting our commitment to the Millennium Development Goals is still
central. This month we take a closer look at Goal #2, which is to OAchieve Universal
Primary Education.O

You and | tend to take education for granted. It is still free to attend school in the U.S. Not
so in other parts of the world. Many of the poorest families, if they can afford to send one
or more of their children to school, choose to send their sons. The lack of free basic
primary education affects not only the poorest, but especially young girls. Imagine your
own world if you had never learned how to read or write? Yet 1 out of every 4 adults in the
developing world cannot read or write. And thatOs not all, here are some other startling
facts about basic education:

* At least 104 million children ages 6-11 do not have access to basic education, and
more than half of these children are girls.

* Universal education would cost $10 billion a year (thatOs half of what Americans
alone spend each year on ice cream).

* Fees for primary education (enrollment, books and uniforms) are a primary
deterrent for the poor in accessing primary education.

* Where school fees have been eliminated (Kenya, Uganda and Mozambique for
example) there has been an immediate increase in primary school enroliment.

Now is the time to act. Visit the Basic Education Coalition atvww.basiced.orgto begin
learning more about educational disparities in the world. Commit to sharing this
information with others in our community.

From a practical standpoint that means that each member of this community is called to pray daily; and
to participate in one or more of our excellent Bible studies during the 9 oOclock Christian formation hour;
as well as to continue with personal prayer and Bible study.

You may have noticed in the announcements that we recently started a prayer group called OLinks
of PrayerO to pray daily for all members of the Church of Our Saviour, the whole community and
especially for all those who have requested our prayers. If you would like to commit to being a part of the
Links of Prayer group, please let me know. There are many ways to pray and to study the Bible-in fact
there truly is something for everyone. If you have been struggling in your prayer life or want to become
more intentional and are just not sure where to start letOs talk. My office door is open and your prayer life
is very important to me, you and the continued vibrancy and growth of this community. In upcoming
months | will be highlighting some different approaches to prayer. In the meantime, let us pray:
