The Easter season is a very special time for us to celebrate and respond to God’s amazing
gifts of grace in our deliverance from sin and death, as well as our freedom in Christ to live our
resurrection lives now. It's a time of renewal and growth. As Martin Luther once wrote, “Our Lord
has written the promise of resurrection, not in books alone, but in every leaf in springtime.” Our
own community is also experiencing growth and renewal as we welcome new members and
returning members. What an exciting time to be a part of COS!

With respect to the physical growth we are experiencing here at COS, the steering
committee, which was tasked with exploring how we might best serve the needs of this growing
parish, as well as the needs of the broader community have provided a report of their findings. All
are invited to read the report and talk about the recommendations with a member of your Vestry.

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Hearing problems affect not only your ability to understand what people are saying but
can affect your social life and relationships. You may feel under more stress as you strain to
hear and may misunderstand what is said and act inappropriately. Here are some guidelines
from the Better Hearing Institute (betterhearing.org) and Family Doctor (familydoctor.org).

May is better hearing and stroke prevention month!

It also contains a women's health week
so please listen and apply!

If your hearing loss has occurred gradually as you have aged, you should have a
hearing exam and you may benefit from a hearing aid. Symptoms may include:

> family or friends saying you weren't listening;

that the radio or TV is too loud;

that you can't hear when someone speaks from another room or
you need to watch the speaker's lips for clues;

> that you have problems hearing in a moving car; or

> that you have problems with women's voices or the phone.

If you have a partial hearing loss, along with earache and a feeling of fullness in the ear
you may have earwax. You can use mineral oil, baby oil, or an over the counter earwax
removal kit to soften the wax and then irrigate gently with warm water. If the measures don't
alleviate the problem, seek medical attention.

If you have pain, reduced hearing, fever, cold symptoms, or a "fluid sensation" in your
ear you can try cold medicine for up to 5 days. If you don't feel better or if you continue to
have fever seek medical attention.

If you are experiencing gradual hearing loss in one ear only or have episodes of
dizziness, nausea, or vomiting, or ringing in one ear these can be symptoms of Méniere's
disease or a tumor and you should see your medical provider. Medications can cause some
hearing difficulties so bring a list of the medicines you take to your appointment.

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Reducing your Stroke Risk

@ Know your blood pressure.
If higher than 120/80 work to manage it.

@ If your have an irregular heartbeat see your doctor, if
you have atrial fibrillation follow control measures.

@ If you smoke, stop.

@ If you drink alcohol, limit 1 drink per day for women, 2
for men.

@ Know your cholesterol level and keep your levels
below 200.

@ |If you are diabetic, control your sugars. Include
exercise in your daily routine. Eat a healthy diet rich in vegetables, lower in fats and
salt.

@ Know the symptoms of stroke and seek immediate medical attention for them.
SUDDEN numbness or weakness of face, or a limb, confusion, trouble speaking or
understanding, trouble seeing in one or both eyes, trouble walking, dizziness, loss of
balance or coordination, or severe headache with no known cause.

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FINAL REPORT OF THE CHURCH OF OUR SAVIOUR
STEERING COMMITTEE
APRIL 27, 2011

Our steering committee members were the following: Construction, Jerry Nansen;
Legal, Vickie Earle; Possible Uses for our Facilities, Ron and Marty LaMar, Carol Risch;
Parental Input, Trish Shaffery and Rainie Lunt, Michael and Margot Brown, Donna Brownlow;
Finances and Committee Chair, Sharon Dalrymple. Pastor Susan+ attended two of our five
meetings to offer information on what ways the Diocese might assist us and to offer additional
suggestions.

| would like to start by saying that this group spent a great deal of time and worked very
diligently to suggest and explore reasonable options available to this parish to first, serve the
needs of the parish and secondly, to serve the needs of the community. We met a total of five
times over three months. Our meetings were all done in a respectful manner, and | as
chairman of the committee personally wish to extend my thanks for a job well done.

The options and recommendations of this committee are as follows:

CONSTRUCTION: Jerry Nansen

Purchase of a used modular building from Phoenix was considered along with associated
costs: i.e. hookups, location etc.

1. This plan was eventually discarded because of total costs versus current
needs and a conclusion that the church should increase our physical plant with a
permanent structure.

A study of the purchase of the used modular building for sale by the White Mountain Bible
Church was also considered.

1. This building, although closer was discarded because the configuration and
size would not suit our uses for a nursery/day care/ preschool. And, it was not
permanent.

Jerry Nansen submitted two different plans adding a permanent addition with a minimum of
1100 sq. feet to the back of Polycarp.

1. The concept of a permanent addition was accepted. However costs of
construction exceeded our current financial resources. It was decided that we should
begin a capital building plan and drive to start this summer; this drive plan would be
developed by parishioners who have expertise in the field of organizing and
implementing such a drive.

The issue of the septic system was addressed by Jerry Nansen.

1. First, our current problems have been established by Roto Rooter to be
associated with the low flow toilets and too much paper (and other items) being

13
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deposited in the toilets with not enough water flow to push them into the actual septic
tank; therefore our pipes are being clogged. The solution would be to purchase
commercial grade high water flow toilets.

2. Secondly, we will explain our situation to the ski group who stays in Polycarp
Hall and suggest they take ANavyo showers(get w
to reduce the amount of water going into tank in the winter when the leech field draining
is not at its best. We may need to plan on pumping once a year @ $500.

3. We cannot do a perk test (cost about $1200) to existing septic to determine if
we would need a new, bigger Aregul aro septic or
date when a permanent addition is built_ unless we pull a permit and do the construction
in the next 6 months. The difference between the two systems would be approximately
$15,000 vs. $25,000. Doing the test now would then be wasteful.

4. Jerry did discover that the City of Show Low has no plans in the near future of
annexing our area so we could be on their sewer system.

The issue of current storage problems was addressed. The first storage problem is our
general storage building has deteriorated and is also not large enough for current needs. A
parishioner has been paying for a 10'’x20’ shed at a local facility for the church’s use which is
no longer a viable option.

1. While the committee prefers and would re
storage facility according to the plans Jerry Nansen submitted, the cost is prohibitive at
this time. Therefore the recommendation is for

container. The cost would be $3,900 + tax with a delivery charge of $175. For an

additional charge of $400, this container would be painted a dark green or brown to

The

company at their discretion would possibly offer a buy back when COS was ready for

permanent construction. Also, there would be a load of gravel to be spread underneath

at a cost of approximately $300 to keep the bot

The issue of storage for the lawnmower, gas and other garden equipment was discussed.

1. The committee recommends that COS assemble 5to 6 volunteers on a given
morning to empty the existing garden storage shed, and Jerry Nansen will install a new
floor, support beam(s), and do any needed caulking. While he is doing this work, the
volunteers would paint the exterior of the shed. This could all be done for a cost of
$300-$400. This would include | umber and Jerry Na
purchased from Jerry Howell.

None of these improvements will in any way jeopardize any future building. The
shipping container can be sold when there is money for permanent storage, and the
small amount being used to repair and restore the garden shed is negligible. Later a
sturdier, new, permanent garden shed can be built when money is available to do that
project.

The issue of lack of usable space for Children’s Chapel, Bible Study and coffee hour was
discussed.

1. The committee recommends that the wall separating the main part of Polycarp
Hall from the Chapel be removed leaving one vertical support post in its place.

2. The new Chapel Area would be as follows:

An acoustical floor to ceiling room divider would be installed from the South side of the
2"% exterior door going into Polycarp Hall (from the porch side) to the new support post.
Another divider would go from the post to wall toward back road just inside existing
chapel door. The two pews in Polycarp Hall would be moved into this area toward the
South and West walls and the Chapel altar would be moved to the East end of the
Chapel (just as it is in the Sanctuary). The fire door exit would be the existing Chapel
door.

The existing North end of the Chapel, which now would be on the other side of the post
to East wall divider would become the extension of the pantry and a storage area for
chairs, t.v.stand, piano, etc.

3. The Bible Study area would be as follows:

An acoustical floor to ceiling room divider would be installed from the West side of
Polycarp Hall and go across to the small wall space separating the kitchen counter and
the nurseds niche. The f i r"éPolgomrp Hallwxdeniordoohe t he

4. The coffee hour area would be as follows:

The coffee area would remain where it is with use of the 1 Polycarp Hall entrance,
kitchen entrance and counter space, two round tables and bathrooms. The fire door
exit would be the existing Polycarp Hall 1% exterior door.

5. The new pantry storage area would be as follows:

The pantry back wall would be removed and the space would be extended into the

existing chapel area with built-in shelves along each side of the addition. This area

would be already heated as it is part of existing Chapel. The new pantry door will be

one with a lock, and this would give additional COS storage space for items of value

(and church records on the very top shelves). Other Polycarp Hall users such as NA

and WM Womendés Club would stild]l have access to

6. The interior of Polycarp Hall will be repainted.

7. Total costs of these modifications, remodeling and painting, including the
three acoustical dividers, would be between $12,000 and $15,000.

There are significant benefits of all of these modifications. All of the participants,
whether it be those families and children using the Chapel, those attending Bible Study,
or those wanting to enjoy the fellowship of the coffee time, will have their own space

15
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and privacy. And, when not being needed as separate, these dividers can be drawn
back and open up avery large, usable space for dinners. Plus, the chairs etc. will be
out of sight, but accessible and the locked pantry will give COS more private storage.
At a later date when money is available for permanent construction, none of what has
been done with these modifications will have been wasted.

USES OF POLYCARP TO SERVE COMMUNITY — Ron and Marty LaMar and Carol Risch

1. Nursery/Preschool

Extensive research was done by this team to evaluate existing nursery/preschools in
this area as well as Episcopal Schools in Arizona and surrounding states. It was
determined that with the White Mountain Bible Church School adding a preschool to
their existing kindergarten and up program, it would be difficult to compete with an
established preschool so close.

Carol visited First Things First who did indicate that there was a need for a nursery in
this area. However, after studying all the federal, state, and county requirements, it was
determined that such a program was not feasible now. Therefore, this would be put on
hold until such time that an additional permanent facility could be built with these
requirements in mind, so that it would not only be built to satisfy our own parish needs,
but would be in compliance for a nursery, etc.

Carol also saidtheyindi cated that a AChildrenés Learning
possibility. More research needs to be done to see if our current facility would meet
that need. This would be an after school program.

2. Senior Center/Elder Care

The exact nature of a day care facility or senior center was discussed. It was
determined that it would be too labor intensive to open an elder daycare where patients
required constant monitoring or nursing care.

It was also determined based on information gathered from those volunteering at both
Show Low and Lakeside Senior Centers that unless we offered specific, advertised
programs/activities on a daily basis, our program would probably not be well attended.
Such ideas suggested were these: providing speakers on given subjects; board and
card games day, bingo day, movies and popcorn day, etc. This center could function
from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. weekdays

Ron and Marty committed to further follow-up study to see exactly what we could offer
without getting into professional staffing and additional building requirements and
regulations. They also suggested that there should be another committee established
that was interested in moving forward with this idea since the whole committee agreed
it would be a very viable plan to use the space in Polycarp Hall that we already have,
offer a major service to our community, and give COS the opportunity to increase its
parish membership.

3. Cell Phone Towers

Ron and Marty made a trip to Phoenix and took pictures of churches that had cell phone

towers erected on their properties. The cell phone companies pay all expenses of

erecting the tower which in our case would be made to look like a tall pine tree; they

also build their equipment in a 2006x 2é8ldsdenec!| osu
with taste and erected to blend in with surroundings. Research also indicated that such

a tower presented no health hazard.

They made a number of calls to various cell phone providers and so far have been
contacted by one. Ron used his GPS to mark coordinates and is in the process of
sending those to this provider to see if our property might be considered. This would
provide a possible income of over $1000 per month.

LEGAL- Vicki Earle

Nursery/Preschool/Senior Center/Elder Care

Vicki presented the committee with a bound notebook of regulations and requirements
for schools. She also indicated that the requirements for an elder care center that
required a nursing staff or other professionals in that field held very similar staffing
rations and building requirements. Since it was determined that we would have to take
into account these building requirements and regulations when we build additional
permanent space, no further legal information was required or presented.

PARENTAL CONCERNS — Michael & Margot Brown, Trish Shaffery & Rainie Lunt and Donna

1. Nursery/Preschool Concerns

The parents submitted written concerns and in some cases shared information about
current nursery/preschools/day care they were currently using. All of this was very
helpful in the committee determining the goals and considerations of a future facility.

1. ltis quite clear that we currently cannot afford a permanent addition to our facility

| believe that a 2 to 3 year Capital Development Plan Drive is necessary.

2. Immediate solutions to our current storage problems are essential.

|l think that purchasing (rather than renting) a
the most effective and economical way to provide much needed and secure storage
space.
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3. Immediate solutions to existing Sunday multiuse of Polycarp Hall.

The most cost effective and fire safe way to render Polycarp Hall more user friendly to
the Sunday groups already using the facility at the same time, is to purchase and install
acoustical floor to ceiling room dividers. These dividers will provide the most sound
deadening enclosure for all groups short of permanent walls. They can be drawn back
to open the building for dinners or bigger meeting groups. Also, by enlarging the
pantry it gives COS more secure, heated storage space for equipment and supplies. The
other part of the old chapel area will serve to hide the chairs, etc. and still keep them
readily accessible.

4. Immediate solutions to a usable garden shed

The most cost effective solution to ensure the safe storage of gas, etc. is to spend $300-
400 to repair and paint the existing garden shed. This will allow us to use that shed
until we raise the money for a permanent, new garden storage shed.

5. Income/Expense for Community Service

Because we do not have an existing facility to further consider a nursery or other
school facility, it only makes sense to table that consideration until we have raised
funds to build a facility, which would keep in mind the requirements for a
nursery/school. A senior care/activity center of a nature not requiring professional
medical staff is currently a viable idea because COS already has the space in Polycarp
Hall. This idea should be further explored by another committee. The cell tower would
certainly be income producing without expense, and this idea also should be followed
up. This would add increase monthly COS Capital Development Fund.

In conclusion, | believe that the recommendations of this committee will cost between

$22,000 and $25,000. This money is available in our Capital Development Fund and

could be spent without draining that fund. These recommendations also demonstrate a
concerted effort to be goadresotireestalhedes of COSO6s f
recommendations, while not perfect, do offer solutions to a number of our immediate

problems in such a way that the present expenses would not be wasted with further and

future development.
