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great intentionality in our spiritual lives, and our spiritual disciplines.  We do know where we 
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virtually impossible to appreciate the incredible gift and blessing, or the promise of hope that 
Easter brings, unless we understand the nature and character of our Savior, Jesus Christ, our 
inherent sinfulness (or need for a Savior), and the true nature of discipleship.

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low Him in the way of the cross, which is at the heart of our faith. 

 Our beautiful form of worship &  our liturgy, or work of the people &  prepares us in heart, 
mind and spirit with the Ash Wednesday service by inviting us to the observance of a holy 
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reflect on our lives, learn the lessons and be formed by our personal experience of exile, to 
seek forgiveness for our sins, to be reconciled with others, to fast, to pray, and to read and 
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prayerfully 
abstain from particular foods or activities during Lent.  Equally, as a way to honor God, some 
of us intentionally take on an additional ministry or form of service to our neighbors. 

 Some great Lenten reflections to purposefully make our Lenten journey more 
meaningful may include reflecting on humility and how that is manifest in our lives and our 
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perhaps in new or deeper ways.  Confessing our sins, repentance or turning our lives around 
by re-committing ourselves to God in Christ Jesus, and making amends to others.  Practicing 
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 may prompt us to look again at self-denial, which can be expressed as the 
spiritual practice of fasting, or simply putting the needs of others before our own.  Or maybe 
our Lent will be most purposeful by making a renewed commitment to Bible study and 
attending worship.  In whatever way we honor God this Lent, the church invites us all to 
observe a Holy Lent in preparation for the blessing, joy and promise of Easter!

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Church Growth Factors and Congregational Lifecycles  

“To every thing there is a season, 
and a time to every purpose under the heaven.”

  Churches are not static entities.  They are living and dynamic organisms.  All things 
have life cycles, people, animals, plants, as well as groups like vestry, Bible study groups and 
so on.  Churches also have life cycles that follow this similar pattern of birth, growth, stability, 
decline and death.  This is what it looks like: 
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leadership style during each phase:  

·  Birth:  A new congregation emerges.  Birth is the culmination of the planning and 
dreaming stages.  Resources are brought together and a new entity emerges.   
Vision caster and catalyst. 
 

·  Development:   As the church grows, new people come.  New ideas, new programs, 
and an air of expectancy are part of this stage.  Organizer. 
 

·  Stability:   
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� Operator & innovator. 
 

·  Decline:   
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reminiscing about the way things used to be.  Healer & innovator. 
 

·  Death:   Decline is the point where the congregation is focused on surviving for its own 
preservation.  It loses its sense of mission.  Chaplain.

  Before the eventuality of death (yes, it can and does happen), churches can renew or 
prolong their life by giving birth before the active dying phase sets in.  It is called intervening at 
the S-Curve.

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A Lenten Tree

your Lenten tree.  Next, fill a bucket, ice cream pail, or large flower pot with sand and anchor 
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the branch in the sand.  (The larger the branch, the larger the container will need to be.)  Cut 
out 9 red hearts and 1 white heart.  On the white heart, print the lesson for Easter from the 
Lenten Bible readings listed on page 4 of this newsletter.  On the other 9 hearts, print the 
lessons for Lent and Holy Week; one on each heart.  Punch a hole in the top of the heart and 
thread through some yarn so that you can hang the hearts on the tree as you read them.

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Ministry of the Month:  Our Columbarium 

  Many of our members are aware of the Columbarium that is to the left of the altar. 
However, we are often asked what's back there, where is the Columbarium, what is a 
Columbarium?  A little bit of history and information for you might answer some questions. 

  A Columbarium is a vault housing niches that contain the ashes of the deceased. Many 
churches have a Columbarium, however it is unusual for a church of a smaller size to be 
fortunate enough to have one.  Ours was commissioned in 1987 through the leadership and 
foresight of Father Ken Roush, Lois Nansen, Pat Brower, Kathy Fitzpatrick and Dick Born.  
Since that time, niches have been added periodically to accommodate the use by our 
members.  There is room for a total of 168 niches. 

  Until most recently, the Columbarium Board handled the sale of niches and the 
construction and maintenance of the columbarium.  With the approval of the Columbarium 
Board and the Vestry, as of December 31st, the Columbarium Board was dissolved and the 
care of the Columbarium is now under the Vestry.  All financial accounts associated with the 
Columbarium will become designated accounts of the Parish, under the responsibility of our 
Treasurers.  When the 2012 Vestry convene in February, a member of the Vestry will be given 
the responsibility of being the point person for questions about the Columbarium.   

  This is an important ministry that honors all our loved ones:  a final resting place for 
ashes of the deceased; a place to come, pray and remember our family and friends; and a 
lasting memorial for the benefit of the whole Body of Christ.  The purpose is to provide a 
service and a choice of burial methods for the people of the Church of Our Saviour.  Concern 
was expressed that the Columbarium be in good taste and done properly within the Guidelines 
of the Church.  Robert Brauchli, member of the Church Our Saviour and an attorney, prepared 
the legal papers that included setting up a separate corporation for administering the 
operations of the Columbarium.  Money was raised and an all-volunteer crew, led by Steve 
Barrett and Dick Born, constructed the vault behind the sanctuary.  The original vault was 
designed to hold 168 niches of which 64 have been installed to date. The current cost of a 
niche is $400. We anticipate that the cost per niche when additional banks are installed will 
increase. Niches are reserved for the use of members of the Church of Our Saviour and their 
immediate families. 

  If you have never stepped into the Columbarium, please do so.  The history of Church 
of Our Saviour was created by many now inurned there.  I would like to express my deep 
thanks to all who have served on the Columbarium Board during my time at Our Saviour, 
including Jerry & Nikki Nansen, Lois Nansen, Carol Justice, Deborah Velasquez, and Vicki 
Howell.  Should you like more information, please feel free to contact me.
